The members frequently meet in each other’s home to critique their artwork. Their support extends

to the community in the form of scholarships they provide to deserving high
school art students planning to focus on the arts in college.

Flamenco is a Spanish musical style characterized by strong, rhythmic undertones and accompanied by a
passionate style of dance. The origins of flamenco date back to the mid 1700’s and evolved out of
Andalusia, a region in Spain. Through the years there were many adaptations, and various styles evolved
through the contributions of other regions in Spain. Eventually flamenco became the predominant style
and flourished as a musical genre.

The Pomona Cultural Center will present another flamenco performance featuring Pomona’s Deputy
Mayor, Ian Banks. An accomplished guitarist, Mr. Banks  has focused on the music of the flamenco 
performance, and performs frequently with his dance troupe throughout the New York area. The Pomona
Cultural Center is proud to present this unique and special performance again.
